DIN APPROVED SPORTS 
FLOORING SYSTEM 
 
INTRODUCTION 
The BOEN Boflex P1 flooring system is a 
bio-mechanically engineered sports surface 
designed to provide outstanding elastic 
resilience.  It substantially reduces the risk 
of stress injury in indoor sport and 
recreation.  Boflex P1 requires no 
understructure and is prefinished for speed 
of installation.  With an overall floor height 
of 28mm Boflex P1 is ideal for 
refurbishments.  Available in a variety of 
finishes, Boflex P1 is particularly suitable 
for aerobics, dance and gymnastics. 
 
AUTHORITY 
BOEN Boflex P1 has been fully tested by 
the Norwegian Building Institute and has 
passed the DIN Standard test, DIN18032: 
Part II and to BS 7044 Part 4.  It is therefore 
designed to comply with all requirements 
laid down by Building Regulations and 
British Standard Codes of Practice and all 
acknowledged internationally recognised 
criteria for sports floors. 
 
APPEARANCE 
The overall appearance is of a high quality 
hardwood strip floor.  A variety of 
hardwood species are available in a single 
grade.  Those normally specified are Maple, 
Beech, Ash and Oak.  All hardwood used is 
taken from managed sustainable sources. 
 
DIMENSIONS 
BOEN Boflex P1 consists of standard boards 
measuring 2200mm x 137mm.  The boards 
have a depth of 28mm.  Inclusive of the 
resilient strips.  The overall floor height is 
just 28mm. 
 
WEIGHT

DIN STANDARD 
BOEN Boflex P1 has been designed and 
manufactured to the DIN standard for 
sports flooring and has achieved DIN 
18032: Part II. 
 
COMPOSITION AND MANUFACTURE 
BOEN Boflex P1 flooring system consists of 
prefinished, 3-ply laminate boards, each 
board consisting of a 4mm hardwood 
wearing surface backed with two layers of 
softwood, cross-layered to provide 
exceptional dimensional stability.  Each 
board is provided with a unique double 
tongue to ensure adequate lateral strength 
and rigidity.  Inset into each board are two 
Evazote 50 resilient foam strips which 
provide the system’s major resilient and 
shock absorption qualities.  Each board is 
factory finished and sealed with 5 coats of 
UV cured lacquer. 
 
PERFORMANCE 
STRENGTH 
In accordance with BS CP3, Chapter V, 
BOEN Boflex P1 will safely support 
distributed loads of 5.0kn/m2 and a point 
load of 3.6Kn applied through a 25mm 
indenter. 
FIRE 
Parquet wood flooring is combustible but 
not easy to ignite.
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SITEWORK 
BOEN Boflex P1 is laid free floating onto a 
concrete or screed sub floor.  This sub floor 
must incorporate a damp and waterproof 
membrane to prevent moisture 
penetration.  The sub floor must be flat and 
level: in accordance with BS 8203 Table II 
the sub floor must achieve ± 2mm over 2 
metres in any direction. 
 
SITE CONDITIONS 
Buildings should be heated and aired 
regularly for a minimum period of 8 weeks 
prior to installation.  Stabilised air 
temperature not less than 13°C and not 
more than 27°C. 
Moisture content of walls not more than 
8%. 
Moisture content of floors not more than 
5%. 
Concrete should have cured for a minimum 
of 60 days. 
Relative humidity within the range 30% to 
65% at 20°C. 
For more detailed site and installation 
instructions see separate data sheet. 
 
SUPPLY 
Delivery to site is normally within 6 weeks 
from the receipt of order.  A continuous 
programme of technical development in 
the design of our flooring systems may 
result in modification and improvements.  
The Company reserves the right to supply 
products that may differ slightly from 
those described in this leaflet.  
 
ORDERING 
Please select the species you require, prior 
to ordering.  The system is supplied in 
minimum quantities of 1 package (1.81m2).  
Allowance must be made for installation 
wastage of 2% - 5%. 

WARRANTY 
The floor is warranted against defects 
caused by faulty materials used within the 
system or sub-standard manufacturing. 
 
INSTALLATION 
This should be undertaken by approved 
hardwood contractors whose names can be 
supplied by BOEN upon request. 
 
SPECIFICATION 
BOEN Boflex P1 prefinished (species) 
flooring system …………………….. 
Board size 2200mm x 137mm thick.  Boflex 
P1 tongue and grooved boards to be laid 
staggered, single direction and free floating 
on a prepared concrete subfloor which 
complies with BS 8203 Table II.  All joints 
are to be glued using Boflex special 
adhesives. 
*Treat with one additional coat of Boflex 
Sport Lacquer (*optional). 
For ground floor installation it is essential 
that damp and vapour proof membrane is 
laid to the sub floor prior to installation. 
 
Also available as Boflex XL incorporating 
6mm solid hardwood wear surface 
and 

Boflex Multi incorporating a plywood 
surface to be finished to the specifier’s 
requirement.
